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SCENTS MAKE SENSE: SPRING HALIBUT 
FISHING 

ESPERANZA / NOOTKA SOUNDS
Spring is coming and so are the Halibut!  April is 
typically when the ýrst Haliôs hit the cleaning tables 
at the marina.  Projections for an excellent stock of 
Halibut (Buts) for 2006 are at record levels.
Spring ýnds Buts very close to shore even inside the 
inlets at 90 ï 150 feet of water.  Just off the shores 
of Rosa Island, Flower Rock, Catala Island and 
Friendly Cove Lighthouse,  Buts are 
hooked regularly.  The migration and 
feeding patterns of Halibut will hold 
the ýsh in close usually through May 
and often into early June.  As summer 
moves in the majority of the Halis 
move offshore to the outer reefs and 
deeper water.
Springtime ýshing for hali seems to 
fall into two categories.  First and 
most common is jigging because of 
the relatively shallow depth in which the ýsh reside 
during this time of year.  Typical setup are short 
(approximately 5 feet and under) stout rods with 
medium / heavy duty level wind reels. The most 

popular reel seems to be the Penn 330.  The 
reels are loaded with a variety of the newer 
technology braided Dacron lines from 80 ï 150 
pound strengths.
What jigs catch Hali in the spring??  It seems 
to be all about scent (smell) and action.  Spring 
brings thousands of herring into Esperanza 
Sound to spawn and thatôs what the Hali are 
after.  So if it smells, acts, and looks like a 
herring or is a herring it will usually score.  

Keep in mind the water 
is cold and light levels 
are low in comparison 
to summer.  So smell 
and action are the keys 
to results.  SCENTS 
MAKE SENSE.
The second method for 
ýshing spring Halibut is 
trolling herring or large 
herring looking lures.  

This method comes in second because trolling 
areas with gravel / sand bottoms close in are 
less common than the pinnacles and pockets 
that are most often jigged for Halis.
